Trustees are responsible for maintaining accounts, defivering the charity's aims, governance and compliance.
Trustees are recruited and appointed in accordance with the Policy, Organisation & Rules ("POR") {Scottish Variations) of the Scout Association.

Basis of Preparation
These accounts are prepared on a receipte and payments basis, in line with OSCR recommendation for charities with income lees than £250,000.

Activities & Achievements

In March 2024 we successfully applied for a (Large) Place Based Investment Programme Community Grant and received the sum of £54.550. These
monies were used to buy labour and materials to fully renew the bathroom and hall area of the Scout Hall to make it safer and more fully accessible. The
female/maie toilets and walls were removed and a new fully-accessible entrance was consiructed from the hallway to the new unisex toilet area. The new
toilet area was tiled and a non-slip resin floor, insulated roofing, new heating system, new lighting and individual floor to ceiling cubicles were created.
Each separate cubicle has a toilet, wash-hand basin, hand towel dispenser, radiator and mirror and are lockable from inside. An entirely new and fully
accessible toilet cubicle was also created. The entrance way to the facilities was upgraded to include non-slip resin flooring, a new step-way tc the
kitchen, an insulated ceiling and a new heating system. in addition, we upgraded our Fire and Alarm systems throughout and fitted a new metal fire door
within the hall. Prior to undertaking all of the above we had the entire Scout Hall treated for an infestation of woodworm

The group also maintained an active programme of activities for all sections throughout the year. All sections were given more than one opportunity to
camp. Section night activities included skill building in areas such as cooking, crafts, hill walking and navigation. The group organised Laser Tagon
behalf of the district for Explorers and had a few invited guests groups join us for laser tag. Explorers had the opportunity to take part in Go Karting, part
funded by dontaions from the community.

Financially the group has closed out the year with a very low bank balance which does not meet the group reserves policy. This was due, in part, to the
unforseen expense of the woodwork treatment which had to be carried out before the major works of the toilet block refurbishment, and which could not
be included in the grant. An increase in insurance costs arose from the toilet block refurbishment with a classification of ‘tenants improvements' to the
hall.

Nevertheless, planned income expected to follow on in the next financial year will correct this short coming.

The group would like to record thanks to several members of the community and other community organisations who donated money to the group. This
money was used to subsidise the activity programme for all sections, and explains the apparent deficit between the income recieved for activities and the
corresponding expenses.

Reserves Policy

The Trustees believe that around 12 months of annual expenditure is an appropriate level of reserves in order fo cover the fiming differences befween
receipts and payments and to allow for any unexpected items of expenditure such as building repairs.

The size of the group provides a substantial income to meet the cost of capitation and district fees as well as to maintain the group's own headquarters
building.

The group policy is to ensure that funds are managed to ensure a secure future for the group, while at the same time delivering a high quality experience
for the members.
