The Group owns the Scout Hall at The Glebe, Kintore. The title is held in the name of Gordon District Scout Council.
The title deeds are held in safe-keeping by Ledingham Chalmers, Solicitors at:
Johnstone House, 52-54 Rose Street, Aberdeen, AB10 1HA.

The land on which the Hall is situated is leased from the Church of Scotland, originally under a 21 year lease
commencing in 1981. When this lease matured at Martinmas 2002 it was replaced by one to be reviewed at 5 yearly
intervals, with the first review at Martinmas 2007. Negotiations are ongoing to renew the lease and to formalise the
boundaries. The current rent is £92 per annum.

The Group owns a quantity of camping equipment which has been acquired over a number of years and is currently
insured for £21,400.

The Scout Hall is owned by the Group and is insured for £231,400.

Liabilities

The Group has no other material liabilities or obligations.
