	Summary of the main achievements of the charity during the financial period
	£1,000 increase in income from private hires over the previous 12 months.

50% increase in fundraising relative to YE 2024, the increase has largely been as a result of the Burns Night and Hogmanay events.

We saw an increase in energy charges at £2.2k vs £0.8k due to the increase in use of the hall & energy costs. 

A grant of £14,000 was secured to install a generator for the hall to become a resilience centre for the local community. 

We launched a website to provide information and updates online at a cost of £500.  

Repairs and maintenance costs were £3k more this year as we had to replace our ageing dishwasher, update the external noticeboard and pay for remedial repairs to the hall floor caused by damp.   

Legal fees for the transition to a new SCIO were £742.

Overall, a good year with private rentals and fundraising up on last year, but with some additional unexpected and planned costs, we saw a £1.8k net trading deficit for the year.
