With the further lifting of restrictions allowing for community use of school and sports centres
we increased our club sessions and started our schools programme.

It is hoped that by April 2022 we will be operating a normal programme in ASL and
mainstream schools and that our community club sessions for all young people will be
available.

The committee recognise the effort of our staff and volunteers during these difficult times and
look forward to returning to a normal programme of SFS activities.
