Governing Document

Craigend Community Youth Group became a SCIO on 25 March 2014 and is governed by our
SCIO Constitution. We are run by a management committee who are the Trustees and
operated by a team of volunteers.

Aims & Objectives

b) The provision of recreational facilities, or the organisation of recreational activities with
the object of improving the conditions of the life for persons for whom the facilities or
activities are primarily intended.

(b) Facilitate a youth club for the youth of Craigend

(c) Encourage social inclusion with the youth of Craigend

(d) Encourage residents to take part in voluntary youth work
Activities

The Youth Club and Table Tennis Club have been closed since March 2020 due to Covid-19.
This was due to lockdown and that the venue we use has been closed since March 2020.

Reserves Policy
