The members of the Presbytery of Argyll (being the charity trustees as defined in section 106 of the
Charities and Trustee Investment (Scotland) Act 2005) present their Annual Report for the year ended
31* December 2023.
Constitution

The Presbytery of Argyll was established on 1st January 2004 by Act X1 2003 of the General Assembly of the
Church of Scotland. As at 31st December 2023 the Presbytery comprised the ministers of the 20 Charges within
the bounds of Presbytery, the representative elders nominated by the Kirk Sessions of the 34 congregations
within the bounds and other ministers and elders in accordance with the provisions of sections 11 to 14 and
20 to 28 of Act Il 2000 Consolidating Act anent Church Courts (as amended), section 5(2) of Act Il 2000
Consolidating Act anent Ministry (as amended) and section 5 of Act | 2006 anent Presbytery Membership.
The Presbytery has elected corresponding members who are ineligible to vote and who have no say in the
general control and management of the administration of the Presbytery. As at 31*December 2023 there
were 79 members (the charity trustees) of Presbytery (including retired ministers).

The principal office bearers of Presbytery during 2023 were:

The Clerk was a member of Presbytery and is remunerated as Clerk. His Contract of Employment (which
included remuneration provisions) was terminated on 31 Dec 2023 when he became redundant.

With the exception of _who was remunerated as Clerk none of the members were
remunerated for their services although every member was entitled to a refund of any expenses he or she
incurred in the performance of his or her duties, including attendance at Presbytery meetings.

Finance and Reserves Policy

The members are responsible for keeping proper accounting records reflecting the financial position of the
Presbytery in accordance with the provisions of the Charities and Trustee Investment (Scotland) Act 2005, the
Charities Accounts (Scotland) Regulations 2006 and the Regulations for Presbytery Finance (as amended by
Regulations [l 2008) enacted by the General Assembly of the Church of Scotland. The Presbytery Accounts
for the year ended 31t December 2023 are annexed to this Report. The Reserves Policy of the Presbytery is
to hold sufficient funds to meet its known commitments. Reserves to enable Presbytery to meet its obligations
under sections 5 and 9(a)(1) of Act Xll, 2007 anent Care of Ecclesiastical Buildings and the deliverance of the
General Assembly 2008 (Blue Book 2008 section 13 Paragraph 9.1) are being built up.

Objectives and Activities

The Church of Scotland is Trinitarian in doctrine, Reformed in tradition and Presbyterian in polity. It exists to
glorify God and to work for the advancement of Christ’s Kingdom throughout the world. As a national Church,
it acknowledges a distinctive call and duty to bring the ordinances of religion to the people in every parish in
Scotland and beyond. It cooperates with other Churches in various ecumenical bodies in Scotland and beyond.
The Presbytery of Argyll meets together to support and encourage the ministry and mission of the Church of
Scotland congregations in Argyll, and to promote good governance.

The Presbytery of Argyll is an administrative and judicial court of the Church of Scotland. It has the powers
and responsibilities ascribed to it by the common law, practices and procedures of the Church of Scotland
and by the Acts and Regulations of the General Assembly of the Church of Scotland in force from time to
time.



Operational Structure

The Presbytery itself is governed by its members in accordance with Church law, practice and procedure and
the Standing Orders of Presbytery. The day to day functions of Presbytery are delegated to Standing
Committees which have power to make decisions in name of Presbytery. The committees and their remits
are:-

Business Committee: Administers the business of Presbytery, nominates the Moderator of Presbytery
each year, and appoints members of all the Committees. It also serves as the Augusta Lamont Bequest
Committee which considers applications for grants and loans from the Augusta Lamont Bequest, and
submits advice to Council of Assembly, who are the Trustees of the Bequest. The Bequest was given
“to further the schemes of the Church of Scotland in Cowal.”

Superintendence Committee: Carries out local review visitations to congregations; inspects,
congregational records; supervises implementation of Safeguarding and Data Protection legislation

Stewardship and Finance Committee (including Accounts Inspection): Manages Presbytery’s finances and
line-manages the Treasurer.

Property Committee: Supervises the repair, maintenance and insurance of all congregational property
and glebes, and submits recommendations to the General Trustees of the Church of Scotland.

Ministry Committee: Supports the Ministers, Readers, and others in ministry roles; acts in name of
Presbytery in all vacancy matters.

Mission Committee: Supports all aspects of Mission in the Presbytery, including those aspects supported
nationally by the Church and Society Council, Mission and Discipleship Council, Social Care Council, World
Mission Council and Ecumenical Relations Committee.

Trusts Committee: Administers Presbytery’s Bursary Fund and the Gillian Maclaine Bequest. Both of
these are for the financial support of those training for ministry in the Church of Scotland.

Activities

The Presbytery met as required for ordinary business and for the purpose of inducting ministers to Charges. The
Meetings were held in a variety of ways: in-person, by Zoom and a hybrid of both. The Standing Committees met as
and when required and also dealt with business by telephone and email. At each business meeting each
Committee presented a Report of its activities during the preceding three months and either requested
Presbytery to note the decisions taken or made recommendations to Presbytery as to particular courses of
action.

The Presbytery minutes contain a detailed record of all the activities and achievements of the Presbytery and
all the Deliverances of Presbytery and its Committees.

Presbytery commissioned ministers and elders to the 2023 General Assembly which was held in Edinburgh
and via Zoom

Presbytery responded to all the Remits from the 2023 General Assembly.
As at 315t December 2023, 5 of the 20 Charges in Presbytery were vacant.

With effect from 1%t January 2024 the Presbytery of Argyll is to be subsumed by the new Presbytery — Cleir
Eilean |. The Charity Number SC001424 will then be associated with Cleir Eilean 1.

Independent Examiner's Report to the Trustees of Presbytery of Argyll
