We have an active internal Development Committee keeping the main
Committee and members alike appraised on upcoming events by way of a
monthly Society Newsletter and/or emails, the latter in particular advising
viewing sessions at short notice dependent on weather conditions.

There have been occasional software and guidance problems, since
resolved, with our fully computerised Skyvision 24" telescope allowing
several viewing sessions over the winter manths with some excellent
astronomical sights to include planets, nebulas and galaxies.

To engage the public some of our members took their own telescopes
plus others belonging to the Society to a local river park in Peebles inviting
passers by to view what could be seen in the night sky. This has always
been very well received and the plan is to continue.
