It was recognised that the premises were in need of
upgrading and this work was commenced in November
2024. The initial investigations in the property indicated that
the refurbishment would be of a much larger scale than that
originally envisaged and the costs would be considerably
greater. This was due to the presence of wet and dry rot
and the state of the roof. It was felt necessary to seek
further help to fund these larger costs which would continue
into 2025.

This was made possible by 2 large donations from other
Trusts, the Saxon Road Meeting Trust and the Darothy
Stone Trust.

All funds are unrestricted and available as required to meet
ongoing maintenance as required.

Trust funds are adequate to meet current requirements, but

any major expenditure would require additional inflow, most
probably from the congregation.
