Collaboration with the community is getting stronger by working closely with schools in
Argyll to raise awareness. A school group did a presentation and interviewed some
members and took a video of the choir performing. This group of pupils won the YPI
Scotland award with this presentation.

The Choir is getting asked to sing at craft fairs and events around Argyll. This year and
the previous year we opened our local Music Festival in Tarbert.

The trustees did not receive any remuneration or expenses during the year.
