Recruitment and Appointment of Trustees

All Trustees are appointed by the members at the Annual General Meeting each year. The committee can co-opt members
at any time. The management committee which normally meets every two months are the charity’s trustees. Membership
of the management committee is open to all.

Constitution
Following registration with OSCR on 13th February 2024, our charity changed from an Unincorporated

Association (SC006167) to a Scottish Charitable Incorporated Organisation (SCIO) (SC053120) on 1st October
2024, the assets being transferred to the new charity. The previous management committee continues to be
responsible for the running of the new charity.

Ot urpose, as recorded in the Constitution, is to provide assistance and to befriend sick, disabled and lonely clients of all
ages.

Activities

Most clients self-refer by phone or via our website. Any member of the public can refer a client for assessment by the
coordinator. Many are referred by professionals from Fife Health and Social Care Partnership, and between partners and
the Scottish Ambulance Service. Development of the Website and additional leafiets in Health Centres has led to increased
awareness of the service and increased demand through these access points. Poor public transport in Northeast Fife and
a stretched Ambulance Service has undoubtedly led to increased demand.

Transport Service

This is the busiest part of the Service with volunteers providing transport from the client's home to their appointment. Over
past 3 years there has been a progressive increase in the demands on the service. but activity this year has been markedly
increased after a quieter period during the pandemic. With increasing emphasis on “Care in the Community for the elderly”
demand for the Service continues to increase with an average of 30 journeys per week in the past year.

Befriending Service
Staying in touch with clients has been very important in providing support and social contact. The service is limited by the
volunteers available and the geographical spread of clients and volunteers.

Volunteers
Volunteer numbers have not increased in past 4 years, although we urgently need more volunteers to deal with increased
workload. Volunteers are often recruited through personal contact, some are recruited via Fife Voluntary Action, some via
press comment, and some the result of talks to groups about the Service.

Funding
The Fife Health and Social Care Partnership has generously continued funding through an ongoing grant. Donations are
received from clients on a regular basis, and from other sources on a one -off basis

Expenses

The coordinator is salaried and receives expenses for mileage, telephone, postage, stationery, and computer expenses.
Volunteers receive mileage expenses (45p/m) for the transport services. All clients are asked to donate fo contribute to the
cost of transport based on the mileage involved. As all committee members and the coordinator work from home there are
no overhead costs for office expenses.

Trustee’s remuneration and expenses.
The Trustees did not receive any remuneration during the year. Expenses of trustees were remunerated against receipted
out of pocket expenses incurred on behalf of the Service.

Financial Review

Tk -eserve policy is to hold sufficient funds to meet the anticipated commitments of the charity and the
po__.ble costs in the event of the charity winding up. Accounts are prepared on a Receipts and Payments basis.
Receipts for the year ended 3 1st March 2025 were £36,140 and payments were £35,878, resulting in a

surplus for the year of £262. The closing bank balance was £41,421. It is believed therefore that the charity is in
a sound financial position.
