The trustees who are also directors of the charity for the purposes of the Companies Act 2006, present their report with the
financial statements of the charity for the year ended 30 June 2025. The trustees have adopted the provisions of Accounting
and Reporting by Charities: Statement of Recommended Practice applicable to charities preparing their accounts in
accordance with the Financial Reporting Standard applicable in the UK and Republic of Ireland (FRS 102) (effective 1
January 2019).

OBJECTIVES AND ACTIVITIES

Objectives and aims

The purposes for which the Charity was established as a legal entity arc: (1) 'The advancement of the Christian religion in
Scotland and the world for the public benefit; (2) The promotion of education for the public benefit, in relation 10 the
understanding of the Christian religion, the Biblical worldview and their influence for good on the flourishing of society; (3)
Such other charitable purposes as are consistent with and further the aftainment of the above objecis.

Significant activities
I.ogos Scotland has continued its activity interacting wilh media, politicians and building its capacily to speak oul on issues
of concern in Scoltish politics and society.

The Board has continued to meet on a regular basis. The meetings have been a combination of focused in-person mectings
invalving the entire Board, some hybrid meelings and an annual 'away-day' in Spring 2025 involving most of the Board
members for a periocd of more detailed discussion and strategic planning. From time 1o time additional subgroups of the
Board {often with the Chief Executive) have been convened for specific purposes.

At the trustee day in Spring 2025, we agreed a rencwed vision to devote time and energy into developing our think tank
capability, media presence etc. We are embarking on refteshing our trustee board as we move into growth mode,

ACHIEVEMENTS AND PERFORMANCE

Charitable activities

Given the modest size of the organisation the focus has been on a limited number of campaigns involving research,
publications (mainly on social media) and numerous interactions with Members of the Scottish Parliament. A particular
emphasis for this year has been lo engage in discussion and education with respect 1o the proposed Scottish legislation on
"Assisted Dying." Working in partnership with 'Our Duty of Care' a group of doctors and other healthcare workers who aim
to resisl a change in the law on this issue Logos Scotland has sponsored public educational events fealwing medical
specialists from jurisdictions where physician assisted suicide is already active - seeking to learn {iom that experience and
advance a distinctly Christian worldview in accordance with our aims and objectives.

A major survey was undertaken in carly 2024 o assess the feelings of Christians and non Christians about faith in the public
square. The results were covered exclusively in The Herald newspeper and then picked up by all the major newspapers in
Scotland , including the front page of the Daily Telegraph in Scotland.

We continuc to populate our publishing website Mercat Cross that gives an opportunity to think more deeply about issues
and have guesl contributors writing and starting discussions on issues of concern.

Our Chief Executive has been featured as a regular contributor on various current affairs radio and TV programmes.
