St Margaret of Scotland, Taypon, is a congregation within the Diocese of St Andrews, Dunkeld and

Dunblane of the Sconish Episcopal Church.

'Ihe church's Dickson Hall is used by a wide variety of community groups catering for all ages.

Regular weekly bookings include Highland Dancers, Line Dancers, a Yoga class, tkee Art classes, a

music group and a mental health group, as well as occasional social events. As part of our Protection
of Vulnerable Groups (PVC) Policy we ensure thal hirers of the hall are aware of their obligatrons.
'lhe low cost use ofthis well-equipped modem hall is rnuch appreciated by the community.

Throughout the year St Margaret's has continued to develop its chantable and social functiou within
the comnlunity of Tayport and beyond. Ecumenical co-operalion with the other Tayport Churches
continues through "Churches ActinS Together in Tayport" (CATT), resulting in a number ofjoint
enterprises, including a very successlul Christian Aid week initiative which raised Ll,052.76. ln
addition to this, St Margaret's also donated L374.52 to other charitable causes. We continue to collect
goods on a weekly basis for the Tay Bridgehead Food Bank, as well as monelary donations.
