Other publications have been sporadic and comprise reissues of works of
history and original research.

Finance & Membership

Kintyre Antiquarian & Natural History Society employs no staff and is run entirely by volunteers.
Our main sources of income are the annual subscriptions of our members (currently £10.00 for an
individual or £15.00 per family), sales of books and magazines and modest admission charges to
lectures for non-members. During 2025/2026, membership consisted of 36 individual members, 14
family members, the President and an Honorary Vice President.
