2024. Using tropes of Western movies, it explored how poverty and
violence can shape a man.

We presented our work with National Theatre of Scotland, Thank U
Next, a costume drama, with cosplay not corsets, co-created with
young people and presented in their school. Editions took place in
Cumbernauld Academy in October 2024, Grangemouth High Schoolt,
Falkirk and Cowdenbeath High School in March 2025.

We delivered 2 editions of Disru ptive Pedagogy, 21Common’s arts-
based learning programme that aims to make a significant
contribution towards children’s attainment across multiple aspects
of Scotland’s Curricutum For Excellence (CfE). The first took place in
St Brigid’s Primary in Toryglen , Glasgow and the second was in
Holytown Primary School in North Lanarkshire
