Summary of the main achievements of the charity during the financial periodDemand for the club continues to be high.

For the 24/25 season we had 3 National League (the top league in the country) teams competing together with 4 local league teams.

Our Senior Men team competed in division 2 finishing in 2nd position out of 6 with 10 wins and 5 loses.

The Under 18 men were 2nd Division National League Champions with 19 wins and 2 loses.

Our Under 16 men competed in division 1 finishing 6th position out of 8 with 10 wins and 11 losses.

The Under 14 men competed in division 2 finishing 6th of 9 with 3 wins and 5 defeats.























 Financial review	
Brief statement of the charity’s policy on reservesThe trustee’s policy is to retain 3 months of normal running costs to meet commitments and to cover any unexpected expenditure.

At the end of the year, the reserves were £4010.09 which fell below our target range.
The deficit in our reserves was down to a couple of major factors. We had not increased our member fees for several years, this coupled with rising costs over those years put us in a position where we were running at a loss and using our reserves to supplement this, there was also an urgent need for new kits to allow the teams to continue playing. This was a significant outlay. We have implemented corrective measures successfully and I am pleased to report our cash reserves are growing steadily and we are comfortable the club will have the three months of normal running costs in reserve very soon.
