Charitable Purpose
The purpose of the charity is the advancement of religion in particular, the Christian faith.

Trustees :
The Trustees who served throughout the year and to the date of this report were as follows:

Appointment of Trustees

New Trustees are nominated for appointment by the existing Trustees.

Unless otherwise agreed, a Trustee shall hold office for a period ending on the fifth AGM following their
appointment. A Trustee must not hold office continuously for more than eight years. As part of their
induction programme, new Trustees are required to understand their statutory responsibilities. Trustees
met regularly throughout the year.



Activities and Achievements

Financial Review

The Trustees received donations amounting to £6,755 (2024: £6,183) from individuals and churches
during the year to 31 March 2025. We received donations of £1,431 for our national gatherings. We
also received a grant of £4,000 from 24-7 Prayer International. We applied for a number of grants during
the year and were awarded £17,500 from external bodies. This is for the purpose of employing staff.
During the financial year we began employing Rachel Dhillon as Co-ordinator on one day per week. This
required setting up payroll and a pension scheme.

Costs of charitable activities amounted to £13,611 (2024: £7,854) leaving a balance of unrestricted funds
of £28,433 (2024: £8,983) on 31 March 2025. The Trustees are grateful for financial support from
individuals and churches during the year.

Reserves :

The Trustees continue to seek to build funds to enable the charity to employ staff to develop the work of
24-7 Prayer in Scotland. Considerable success has been achieved with pledges, but we need more funds
to allow us to progress this plan. Reserves held at the year-end are sufficient to cover immediate costs
anticipated in 2025/26.
