All of our sections
are enjoying their programme with all apart from Squirrels enjoying the freedom of Nights away experiences with a
huge percentage of take up. We have been present within the local community with lots of fundraising and
community awareness events including at the local Gala Day, Tesco Blue tokens scheme, the local Inner Wheel,
supporting the local OAP hall, at Remembrance day Poppy selling and parade, a fundraising Gin night with a local
producer and assorted local visits across the sections. All sections have had recipients of the top awards as well
as many activity, participation, staged and challenge badges. The focus of the Trustees has been steered towards
the governance of the Group which is heading in the right direction. We now have a Treasurer and full Trustee
Board. Our Leadership team has a variety of characters who give a broad spectrum of opinions to the young
people with us and enables them to find their own opinions. Our numbers continue to remain stable with young
people joining as older ones age out.
