Structure, Governance and Management

Constitution
The Charity is a Scottish Charitable Incorporated Organisation (SCIO). It was registered
in its current legal form on 22 September 2016

Appointment of Trustees
The Board of Trustees are the Charity Trustees

A person will not be eligible for election or appointment to the board if he/she is: -

1 disqualified from being a Charity Trustee under the Charities and Trustee Investment
{Scotland) Act 2005; or

2 an employee of the organisation.

New Trustees are elected at the Annual General Meeting which normally is held in
November. There must be a minimum of 5 and maximum of 12 Trustees. At each
Annual General Meeting one third of our existing Trustees will stand down.

Objects and Activities
