It exists to glorify
God and to work for the advancement of Chiist's Kingoom througfiou! the world. As a national Church, it acknowledges a
distinctive calf and duty fo bring the ordinances of refigion o the people i every parish of Scotfand through a territorial
ministry. {t co-operates with other Churches In various ecumenical bodies in Scotland and beyond.

and communily, meeling 2Qam. ant The thored Aafk being muth % temand from o variely of user groups. The hails are
exiensively used throughout #he weeh and are a valued community resource.

We have afso spent a good pari of the vear working fowards union as par of the FPresbytery plan. A union with our
neighbouring congregations of Mannofield and Ruthnesfon Wes? was nitialy proposed. Mannofield Parish Church
decided they were not ready {o enter info union af present, however Craigiebuckier and Ruthrieston West continued with
the process. A number of joint services ant other activities gave the congregations an opportunity to get to know one
another. A steering group worked hard fo guide both congregations through the process. On Sunday 1st December 2023
a formal union was entered into under the dew same of Noerdeas Sadaghicd Taurdn. At the end of 2023 this was
ministered by a team ministry of twa ministers, out one § due W etre soon. Tne oulding at Ruthrieston ‘West was
earmarked for closure by Presbytery so the new congragation worsTios arfne oulding greviously known as Craigiebuckler
Parish Church, on Springfield Road. We are optimistic tnat the energy and entnusiasm wiich accompanied this process
will continue as we develop our new cangregation. &s part of our commitment 10 sugpart members ¢nable 1o travel to
Sunday Worship we have set up a minfbus transpart pragramme which 1s staffed by Church volunteer drivers and
assistants and which allows the transport of 15 members to and from Church each Sunday.

Achievements and performance

We have coniinued fo run our Monday Moming ferier Place where peope can orop-off donations for Aberdeen
Cyrenians and buy goods from our Fairtrade Stalf or Jean's Jamns and Manmalades. Since this was introduced during the
Pandemic, we have donated many thousands of pounds worth of goods o the Oyrenians which in the present cost-of-
living crisis have helped suppor! some of the most vuherable indivicuals and famifies in Aberdeen. As well as this weekly
effort we also, at Christmas, donaled {o the Cyrenians from offerings made af Christmas services. Our Fairtrade stall is
well supporied, and the profits are aliocated fo our support of Christian Ald. Jean’s Jams and Marmalades are made by a
member of the congregation and are soid {o raise funds for The Church of Scotland Guild Projects.

We have aiso continued our support of Christian Aid. The earthauake appeai raised £1,007 and further donations were
given from a June concert and frant the fir-rade st

Our programme of Community Outreach Events nas continued i 2023. An event 1o celebrate the Coronation of the King
and Queen was held in June. Despite a day of poor weatner & was a nuge success, with an estimated 300 in attendance.
They enjoyed a full afternoon of entertainment in the nalis and were wery appreciative of the Church bringing the
community together in this way. As part of the event we diso planted a tree w the church graunds to commemorate the
coronation. Income from the event was £1,540.80, while expenses were £4,533.78, giving a smalt surplus of £7.02.

This event was followed in September by our Harvest Scarecrow Festival. Again, this was very weli atiended by people
Trorn the focar communily. The congregation of Ruthneston ¥Westwere also invifed as part of working towards the union.

Then al the beginning of December the firstjoint even? was ourFestival of Light. Members of the new congregation worked
wel fogether. Approximatefy 3090 atfended ang were grateful 1o the church Tor bringing the focal community together.

The event resulted in a surptus of £228 98 which included a generous donatioa and City Councit grants This year we
nvesled n more Nhts., Haw' SoiY weno's 10 LiHihes 2o §Eve Dl fee Copies of e children’s Christmas Story book, and
rnagazine. A numbey o trafs, Bs 50t ey Bres and 5 Ohristmas Market were also available.

The minister of Craigiebuckiey continues To work with e tocal primary schood, Heziehead Primary, and enjoyed meeting
with pupils and siaff. He confhuer 1o suppor the schood i 1 atlend weetngs of the Parent Council. He conducted
monthly services al Angusfield and Rubisfew Park Care Homes. The serwres in December were conducted by both

ministers.

We continue fo work afongside the congregations in the Aberdeen Wesi Farish Grouping, including quarterly joint Lego
church, and a carol singing event w1 the new develggmest of Sountessedls. Saint sendcas werz aiso neld over the
summer between Craigiebuckier; Wannofigkt aad Rutnneson \West dnurdnes.

We have also funded along with St Jahn's the instaliation of a delloriiatae adiacert 1o the puolic caad tar cammunity use.
Training is being undertaken by members i1 its use.

This is only a snapshot of al that takes gtace at Craigiebuckier ThurchiXoerdeen Sprngfield Church as we seek to
continue to share the good news aof aur faith with our neighbours locally, nationaily and across the world. in these
challenging times for the Church of Scattand we are seeking 1o ook positively 1o the future, usting in God and in his
pians for the Church.

The year ended 31 December 2023 resuffed in 2 nel income posilion of £1,017.786 (2022 - £8,060 net expenditure).

The Church’s principal source aof unrestricted” gamersh et wicome, sding ofedogs, amounted o 2352827 (2022 -
£97,667). This figure includes Gift Aid on offerings in the penod amauniiag W 298 551 {2022 - £18,824). Total income
excluding transfers of balances on the union amounted w 2383 6071 2022 - £131 512).

Ordinary expenditure in the year was £153,765 {2022 - £139.653}.

The transfer of balances on the union amounted £7384,592, and because of ine accounting requirements on a union, this
has been treated as income in the year.

The {otaf uno's carmed forwest & the epu'of veey TesliTier and unresincted amounted to £2,445,430.

invesiment policy and performance

Fixed assel investments are siafed af rnamtef valve of the Safance Shee! dofe. Unresfised gains and losses represent
the difference between the market vaive a7 the Segiming ang end of the financial vear or, if purchased in the year, the
difference between cost and market vafue &l the end of the vear. Reafised gains and {osses represent the difference
between the proceeds on disposaf and the market vafue ai the stari of the year or cost if purchased in the year. At the
year end, the market vafue of investments held was £102 283 {2022 - 1,936}, and the original cost was £72,244 (2022 -
£246). During the year dividends of £86 {2022 - £66) were received.
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Risk management

The Trustees have assessed the maior ¢isks o which Ine chadty s exposed, n parficutar those etating to finances, and
have pui plans o etk 1o miligale exposure {o the major risks.

With an ageing congregation bodh nadunady and focaly wibhin the Church of ‘Scoffand, the ability to continue to raise
sufficient funds from avafebie resources, ¥ oroey o meed Dot foos! peeds and 1o confribute to the overall work of the
national Church, is important. in fine with guivance Tom the Church of Scolfend, the congregation will again in 2024 be
made fully aware of the imporfance of Sewardsfip and e neevs of the chamfy. In addition, the Church will continue to
make ils buiidings avaifable fo other groups both as a Yo of oufreach and as a source of raising funds.

Non-financiaf risk management such as Healfth ang Safety., Tood fiygiene, fire prevention are regularly reviewed by the
appropriate groups,

Reserves policy

The Trustees have considered the reserves raguired and nave tken wio gccaunt curreat and tuture fabitities.

It is the Trustees' policy to hold reserves of at teast six moning expenditure mciuding designated funds. At the year end
the Church held unrestricted funds of £2,287 660 {2022 - £1,328,717) of which £2,257 660 (2022 - £1,298,717) have been

designated for the purposes specified in note 44.

770 (2007 - £98 857 whs
as set out in note 14.

Sfructure, governance and management
