Soclal Clubs & Events

o Our Tuesday Night Club continued to welcome around 70
members each week, while the Wednesday Night Club maintained
50 regular attendees, providing vital social opportunities.

« Awakening The Nightclub remained a highlight, attracting over
100 people with disabilities each month, offering a vibrant and
inclusive space for entertainment.

o Our 5th Awakening Festival built on previous success, welcoming
over 750 attendees to Falkirk Stadlum for a day of live music,
entertainment, and community celebration.

¢ Our summer BBQ was ance again free for all attendees, with 130
people enjoying the event, catered professionally at a cost of
£800.

«  We proudly subsidised pantomime tickets for members and their
families, maintaining a £5 per person cost for performances at
Dobbie Hall Larberl in Novemnber 2024,

« Our Christmas Sparkie Ball returned to the Leapark Hotel in
Grangemouth in December 2024, with ticket costs subsidised by
50% to reduce the price to members to £15.

« As always, we celebrated major holidays throughout the year with
themed evenings for Bums Night, Easter, Halloween, and St
Andrew’s Night--all well attended and enthuslastically enjoyed.

o The hourly let price remained at £17 per hour, following the
adjustment in Aprii 2024 to ensure financial sustainability.
¢ The annual membership fee continued at £5 per year, supporting
access to all services.
