£304.394, including fumishings. In 2009/10 a further £22238 was spent, in 2014/15 an
additional £124,176 was spent on an extension, and in 2015/16 a final £6,536 was spent,
bringing the total cost of the hall to £457,344. The ground on which the hall is built is leased
from Perth & Kinross Council under a 50 year lease that commenced on 1 July 2008 with a rent

review every five years thereafler

programme for all sections
