1. Accounting Policies

Basis of Accounting

The accounts have been prepared on a Receipts and Payments basis in accordance with the

Charities and Trustee Investment (Scotland) Act 2005 and the Charities Accounts (Scotland)
Regulations 2006 (as amended).

VAT

The Nursery is not registered for VAT and accordingly, expenditure includes VAT
where applicable.

Funds

For the purpose of the Statement of Receipts and Payments (page 4) and the Statement of
Balances (page 5), Funds are defined as follows;

Unrestricted funds comprise income which has been received for the objects of the Nursery
without further specified purpose and are available as General funds.

Restricted funds comprise income which has been received for the object of the Nursery and
specified for a restricted purpose within these objects by the donor.

2. Charitable Expenditure

Charitable expenditure comprises those costs incurred by the charity in the delivery of its
activities and services of its beneficiaries. It includes both costs that can be allocated directly to
such activities and those costs of an indirect nature necessary to support them.

Governance costs include those costs incurred in the governance of the charity and its assets
and are primarily associated with constitutional and statutory requirements.
