Annual Report of the Congregation Trustees

The Trustees present their annual report together with the financial statements for the year ended
30th September 2024,

Structure and governance
In terms of the Charities and Trustee Investment (Scotland) Act 2005 and the Charities Accounts
(Scotland) Regulations 20086, the Trustees report to the congregation as follows:

¢ The superior authority is the Bishop of Moray, Ross and Caithness.

¢ Allof its affairs are governed by the members of the congregations, with named persons having
particular duties and responsibilities.

Appointment of Trustees from the congregation

Members of the congregation are elected or appointed by the Annual General Meeting established
by constitution and under Canon Law of the Scottish Episcopal Church.

There is no formalinduction programme, but ongoing guidance is given to ensure trustee members
are familiar with the Church’s values, aims and responsibilities as the designated trustees of the
charity.

Administrative structure

Itis the duty of the trustees to manage the temporal affairs of the congregation with responsibility
to keep the fabric and property of the Church and other buildings in good working order and to look
after the finances of the church.

Statement of risk
The trustees keep under review the major risks to which the Church is exposed and has established
procedures to mitigate any risks identified.

Charitable objectives, activities and achievements

The principal activities of this Church include public worship in sacrament and prayer, Christian
education, charitable work and fundraising for local, national and international needs, social
meetings, predominately of the youth, the elderly and many groups of all ages.

Volunteers
The trustees are grateful for the time freely given by volunteers, without whom many of the
activities would be unable to operate.

Achievements and performance

2024 has been a year of consolidation, planning and development, with some growth seen following
the Covid pandemic and its aftermath.

All the churches are open on a regular basis for worship. During the summer season from Easter,
Gordon Chapel has been open daily for private prayer and for visitors. In congregational terms there
are still some folks who have not returned to regular worship following the pandemic, some new
members and a core faithful group in each of the churches. The year has also seen some members
pass away, others move away for a number of reasons. Regular Sunday worship across the grouping
has been up 14% on the previous year.
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Online services of Evening Prayer via Zoom continue to take place on Sundays and Wednesdays

and are now a regular and important part of the worship pattern. Pew Sheets continue to be produced
and distributed either electronically or in print format. There is also a weekly refection posted most
weeks on the group website www,istaspeydeveran-churches, org.

Zoom is also still being used for study groups and vestry meetings.

Ecumenical relations have continue to develop, with regular meetings of clergy in most areas of the
grouping, and ecumenical services for Holy Week, Remembrance Sunday, the Carol service in
Dufftown and a new Taize service was held twice during 2024 at Holy Trinity Keith.

Articles / broadcasts with both the Huntly Express and Keith Community Radio continue.

In terms of working in the wider community and society, we continue to support a number of groups
including the work of the Aberchirder Playgroup and the Priest in Charge is a trustee of Alexander
Scott’s in Huntly.

Since the combining of the grouping back in December 2020 the vestry has been working on looking at
things not only from an individual church perspective but also a group perspective. One of the

main challenges is how best to use the group’s buildings and ensure the group’s long term financial
viability. To this end 2024 has seen investment being put into renovating the flat at Gordon Chapel
bringing it up to EPC “C” so it can, in early 2025, be rented out to bring in valuable income to the

grouping.

The Rectory at Holy Trinity Keith is also being sold: it is hoped this will be completed at the end of
January 2025. Following this the vestry will be looking for a new Rectory in Keith which is cheaper to
maintain and heat and which also provides a more modern residence for the Priest in Charge.
Although plans have been approved to develop St Michael’s Dufftown these are on hold due to issues
related to the trees behind the church and development restrictions.

The Priest in Charge has also been involved with Diocesan activities in his roles as Synod Clerk and
Convenor of the Diocesan Administration Board

Financial review

Although the accounts show a surplus for the year, there continues to be an underlying deficitin the
unrestricted funds which the vestry continues to look to rectify.

The sale of the Rectory at Holy Trinity Keith which is due for completion on 31° January 2025 and the
renovation of the flat at Gordon Chapel with it going the rental market in early 2025 should help with
both expenditure and income during the coming year.

There has also been a large expense during the year related to building projects which are setting the
foundation for the group moving forward.

The value of the UTP investment has risen during the last year from £26.47 per unit to £30.51. The full
effect of this can be seen on the Statement of Balances.

Reserves
The reserves position continues to be monitored on a regular basis.

Plans for the future
The Vestry is looking at plans to develop further both a growing worship community and one that




Is sustainable financially into the future.

The following are currently either in progress, about to begin or are in the planning stage.
e Upgrading the flat and meeting room at Gordon Chapel
e Consider possible development at St Michael's Dufftown
« Lookto sell the Rectory at Keith and purchase a new Rectory that better fits the needs of clergy
in the current grouping and is also better from a Net Zero perspective.

The vestry need to continually considers:
o Safeguarding of all people across the grouping, which is discussed at every vestry meeting.
o The SEC policy on Net Zero and how that relates to the Isla Spey Deveron Group of Churches.

Statement of responsibilities of trustees

The trustees must prepare financial statements which give sufficient detail to enable an appreciation
of the transactions of the church during the financial year. The trustees are responsible for keeping
proper accounting records which, on request, must reflect the current financial position of the church
at thattime. This must be done to ensure that the financial statements comply with the Charities and
Trustee Investment (Scotland) Act 2005 and the Charities Accounts (Scotland) Regulations 2006. They
are also responsible for safeguarding the assets of the church and must take reasonable steps for the
prevention and/ or detection of fraud and other irregularities.
