Organisation and Future Strategy

The day-to-day administration is carried out by Thorntons Law LLP, as agents for the Trust, On 17 January 2024, the
Trustees agreed to wind up the Trust as at 31 March 2024 and transfer all assets of the Trust to the University of Stirling.
OSCR granted their consent to the application on 22 February 2024.

Achievements and performance
The Trustees have a policy of making donations to support the purposes as directed in the Trust Deed. The Trustees took
the decision to sell the investment portfolio as the University wished to receive cash rather than investments.

Investment Policy and Performance
There are no restrictions in the Deed on the Trustees’ power to invest.

Financial Position
The financial position is as set out on pages 5 and 6.

Reserves Policy

The reserves of the Trust originate from original and subsequent capital bequests, together with the movement in the value
of investments, and accumulated revenue. The level of free reserves held at 31 March 2024 was £80,996. The remaining
reserves, after the payment of all final Trust expenses, will be transferred to the University of Stiring.
