	Type of governing document
	The 252 Memorial Hall Association is a charitable unincorporated association which operates within the purposes and structure set out in its constitution. The trustees ensure that the charity complies with its constitution.



	Trustee recruitment and appointment
	Trustees are appointed or reappointed by the members at our Annual General Meeting which is held in September each year. We look to appoint trustees who are members of the local community and surrounding area and wish to contribute to the development of the 252 Memorial Hall as a community resource and have an interest in providing support to the organisation. We also look to appoint trustees who represent the organisations who benefit from using the 252 Memorial Hall on a regular basis, in particular Scouting and Guiding Organisations to whom the hall was gifted including parents/carers of the young people who attend the Guide & Scout organisations.


	Objectives and activities

	Charitable purposes
	The objectives of the Association are to promote the benefit of local uniformed organisations, namely the Guides, Brownie Guides, Rainbow Guides, Explorer Scouts, Scouts, Cub Scouts and Beaver Scouts by providing suitable accommodation for the promotion of the said uniformed Association objectives.  In furtherance there of:-
a) to ensure the maintenance of the hall at 26 Betson Street, Markinch, Fife is kept at a satisfactory standard.

b) to support the leaders of the uniformed organisations namely Guides, Brownie Guides, Rainbow Guides, Explorer Scouts, Scouts, Cub Scouts and Beaver Scouts in raising funds to meet the costs of such maintenance as well as operation.
In order to achieve the above encourage community groups of all ages involved in education and the wellbeing of the community to use the halls.


c) to maintain in perpetuity the Hall at 26 Betson Street, Markinch, Fife as a War Memorial to the employees of Tullis Russell & Company Limited list in the 1914-18 war, thereby complying with the terms of the Gift from Tullis Russell & Company Limited to the people of Markinch.


	Summary of the main activities 
in relation to these objects
	In this financial year the hall has been used by the uniformed youth organisations and also increasingly by other community groups of all ages. The increase in use and successful bids for grants and donations has enabled us to continue our refurbishment programme. Our Russell Room refurbishment has now been completed and our heating system has been upgraded with the replacement of several radiators and a system flush out.

A successful Christmas Fayre was well supported by the local community.

Maintenance – All basic maintenance has been undertaken during the year including all statutory inspections. 

Hall Improvements & Refurbishment 
Our hall building upgrade has continued with the remainder of the exterior painting being completed. New smoke and heat alarms have been installed throughout. The central heating system has been given an upgrade with a system flush out and the replacement of some radiators.

The Russell Room has been completely repainted, had new flooring fitted and new blinds.

Future Hall Refurbishment 
Plans are also in place for our central heating system to be upgraded during the school holidays. This will involve the system being flushed out and a number of leaking radiators being replaced.
