Organisational Structure

The trustees meet regularly throughout the year to ensure the smooth running of the charity


Objectives and Activities

The organisation’s purposes are:  -the relief of those in need by reason of age, ill health, disability, financial hardship or other disadvantage by providing support for children entering foster care.  A new backpack filled with new comfort and personal care items for children entering foster care.  When children are removed from their home most of them will either have the clothes they stand in or a carrier/bin bag of their belongings, we are trying to break this practice. Since many of the children entering the fostering system have been neglected or abused, we will try to give them a sense of self-respect by providing brand new items which they can call their own.  And the backpack will be theirs to keep forever.
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Achievements and Performance

Last year 45 bags were distributed to children across West Dunbartonshire.  19 of these bags were given to unaccompanied young people who were placed in care in West Dunbartonshire. We held several events, a summer trip to Five Sisters Zoo and a Christmas party in I-Play which were attended by foster families in West Dunbartonshire and foster families with external agencies whose children are from West Dunbartonshire.  We supported Who Cares? Scotland who ran a football tournament during care experience week, We also took 30 children to see the Little Mermaid Panto. 
We also donated five translation devices to West Dunbartonshire social work department for use in the three childrens houses and any foster placements where English is not the child’s first language.


Financial Review

Our total income for last year was £8629. This was made by grants and donations over the course of the year.

Expenditure  £33610. Several factors contributed to this. Our summer trip cost £1017 and our Christmas party cost £820. We purchased a new van £10194 and general stock for our bags. Each bag costs between £100-£150 depending on the age of the child, we distributed 45 at an average cost of £125 per bag. Our expenditure was a lot higher than our income as we had a multi year grant in 2024.
