Substack and we have attempted to incorporate our filmmaking
experience into the reporting part of this community led research
project.

The installation of the Willow Worlds, the development of the use
of video following on from the Climate Beacon Film Project and
the continual development of Bat's Wood'’s biodiversity through
adding of nutrients demonstrate good progress throughout the
year.
