We carry out fundraising throughout the year to allow the public to
meet all our Responders and give them a chance to understand better
what it is that we do.

We have been managed to carry out some public training and
fundraising events.

We are currently recruiting new volunteers for our team.

Financial review

Our group would always like to have a reserve in the bank of
approximately £5000. This will be used to cover Liability insurance
and insurance to cover all our kits. We also supply equipment
required for saving lives and uniforms for our volunteers. We would
also like to keep a reserve to replace any equipment that may break,
has been used or needs replaced.

At present we have more than our reserve in the bank. This is due to
the kind donations that we have received from the public in our area.
We have bought pads for defibs as they have been used and to have
a spare stock in the stores for when pads are used.

The group has been given the opportunity to use the United Reformed
Church hall free of charge to carry out any training that may be
required.




Future plans

Our group will continue to carry out training to a high standard and use
this training to help save lives.

We will also continue to train the public in how to carry out effective
CPR to allow them to gain confidence to assist anyone who may have
a cardiac arrest.
