Review of the year

Throughout the past school year Aug 2024 to June 2025 the numbers attending Afterschool have been at full
capacity Monday to Thursday with Friday being the only day with limited availability.

Session 2024-2025 saw a few staff changes with April returning, one new member of staff joining us in May
and two members of staff leaving.

Finances -the figures show a loss for the financial year however this was to be expected due to increased
wage costs and expenditure. The Afterschool fees were reviewed in December 2024 and an increased rate
will take effect from the new term in August 2025. There is also a credit balance of £2,323 in our GCVS
salaries account.

Financial Overview
The Receipts and Payments Account and Statement of Balances on pages 5 & 6 reflects a net deficit
for the year amounting to £6,794 (2024 - surplus £1,597).

Reserves Policy

It is the policy of the Association to maintain funds at a level which equates to approximately three months
expenditure. This allows sufficient funds for the Management Committee to finance and maintain its ongoing
work.

There are sufficient additional funds at the year end to cover a Redundancy Reserve or a potential disaster
such as the Covid19 pandemic. Continued consideration is being given as to the best investment and use of
funds for the Charity's benefit.

1. Basis of accounting

These accounts have been prepared on the Receipts and Payments basis in accordance with the Charities & Trustee Investment
(Scotland) Act 2005 and the Charities Accounts (Scotland) Regulations 2006 (as amended).
2. Taxation
The Association has charitable status and is exempt from taxation. The Association is not registered for
Value Added Tax and accordingly any such irrecoverable tax is included in the expenditure concerned.
3. Nature and purpose of funds
The general fund is held to finance the main activities of the Association and is unrestricted.

Restricted funds may only be used for specific purposes. A grant of £2,000 was received from Glasgow
City Council last year towards the purchase of equipment.
