STRUCTURE GOVERNANCE & MANAGEMENT

Constitution

The charity is an unincorporated association. It is governed by its constitution which was adopted on 10 September 2008 and last amended on 14 January 2014. The Group was granted charitable status by OSCR on 23 November 2012.

Appointment of Trustees

Membership of the Group is open to all parents and guardians of children attending Bearsden Primary School. Trustees are elected at the Annual General Meeting which is normally held in September.

Under the constitution, there must be a minimum of 6 and not more than 30 elected Trustees at any time. Details of all Trustees who served during the financial year are provided on page 2.

OBJECTIVES & ACTIVITIES

Charitable Purpose

The aims of the Group are to raise funds and promote social activities for Bearsden Primary School (“ the school”). Its objectives are to provide the advancement of education through:

· raising funds to assist in the provision of facilities for education at the school;
· promoting social activities; and
· engaging in activities to support and advance the education and welfare of the pupils attending the school.

Activities

During the year the Group co-ordinated the annual sponsored Walk, sponsored Readathon and Sponsored Run, managed a School Lottery and administered a Christmas and Summer Fair and Raffle. The Group also co-ordinated the sale of School Christmas Cards and organised a ladies night.

In addition, the Group continued to manage the sale of a small amount of school uniform.

The financial benefit from each event is detailed in the notes to the accounts.

FINANCIAL REVIEW

The main source of funding continues to be from organising social events and fundraising activities.

Donations to the School during the year totalled £5885.41.

Reserves Policy

The Trustee’s policy is to maintain sufficient reserves to meet 6 months of standard donation requests from the school.

PLANS FOR FUTURE PERIODS

The Trustees will continue to liaise with the Head Teacher to understand the best ways for the Group to financially support the ongoing needs of the pupils and the school. The Trustees will collectively agree the quantum and use of all donations made to the school throughout the year.
