1st Rousay Rainbows and Brownies was setup because there was a
gap on Rousay where there was no after school care nor voluntary
groups. In 2017 with 5 initial Brownies the group became established.

The main aim of the unit is to empower the girls to believe in
themselves, learn new skills and become a valued member of the
community.

All our units are run at the same time straight after school offering the
only after school provision on our Island. The Brownies and Rainbows
are run along side the Guide unit, so we purchased neckerchiefs for all
girls and leaders to show that it is a larger group, the colours chosen
represent each group along with the leaders.
