The bar was open to the community and visitors on essentially every Saturday evening. The Hall
arranged 4 fish and chip nights, one to raise funds for the crossroads Christmas Tree, one on the
Friday before the Carnival. The annual Yelloween disco was held, with 2 smaller discos including at
the Carnival. The annual Tar Barrel festival was held before New Year. The Development Group

*also held 3 fish and chips nights. A sale was held by St Magnus church, and an anniversary visit by
‘St Colmans. The SWI held regular meetings, a Christmas dinner, bulb show etc. The Youth Club
operated in the winter months. The Hall hosted a visit by the Jarl and produced meais for the annual
Hop Day following Cullivoe Up Helly Aa. The Burravoe Carnival, organised by the Hall was held
again. Three games social afternoons were booked. The charity hosted fundraising events for the
Old Haa / RNLI, for CLAN, and for refugees (Taes and Claes); consultation events for SIC, UHI,
SSEN and the Tunnel group; 4 funeral receptions, a child’'s Christmas party, a 2-day craft fair for
Wool Week in October, with preparation shared with North Ness Hail, a Folk Festival concert and
several meetings of other local groups, :
