The trustees present their report with the financial statements of the charity for the year ended 31 December 2024, The
trustees have adopted the provisions of Accounting and Reporting by Charities: Statement of Recommended Practice
applicable to charities preparing their accounts in accordance with the Financial Reporting Standard applicable in the UK
and Republic of Ireland (FRS 102) (effective 1 January 2019).

OBJECTIVES AND ACTIVITIES

Objectives and aims

The principal objectives of the Free Church of Scotland and this congregation are the public worship of God, the spreading
of the Gospel of Jesus Christ, the exercise of pastoral care and the provision of practical compassion for those in need.

Significant activities
The principal activities of the congregation are the conduct of public worship on the Lord’s Day, midweek prayer meeting,
Sabbath School, District Outreach and Youth Fellowship.

ACHIEVEMENTS AND PERFORMANCE

Charitable activities

2024 was a period of consolidation and encouragement for the congregation. We have been pleased to see new people
come along to church and we have continued to work towards strengthening connections with the community.

The congregation has been steadily paying off the £50,000 loan borrowed for the renovation work undertaken in 2022.
These payments continue to be ahead of schedule and there is a strong level of support from the congregation to pay off
this debt. It is expected that the loan will be fully repaid in 2025.

The congregation continues to engage in weekly services, youth work, pastoral care, fundraising, and involvement in
various community activities.

mployment as a Minister in Training came to an end in August 2024 as he reached the end of his training
programme. His involvement in the congregation was a very positive aspect of congregational life.

We have also deeply valued partnership and cooperation with Carloway Church of Scotland.
Overall, 2024 has been a positive and encouraging year.

STRUCTURE, GOVERNANCE AND MANAGEMENT

Governing document

Carloway Free Church is a congregation of the Free Church of Scotland working towards the common aims set out below.
It is a Presbyterian church adhering in its worship and doctrine to the position of the Church of Scotland at the
Reformation. The Free Church of Scotland has an explanatory document which gives the historical background to the
denomination coming into being in 1843 and lists documents in which is embodied the constitution of the Church. The
document is available on request from the Free Church of Scotland, 15 North Bank St., The Mound, Edinburgh, EH1
2LS.

The Free Church of Scotland currently has over 100 congregations in Scotland, as well as one in London and four in
North America, and sister Churches founded by mission work in India, Peru and South Africa. The Church also has a
Theological Seminary in Edinburgh for the training of ministers and other Christian workers and sustains an extensive
missionary programme relative to the size of the church. The principal activity of the Church is the conduct of public
worship and associated matters in the context of local congregations.

Dating from 1843 but with its roots in the Reformation, the Free Church of Scotland owes its distinctive title to its
historical struggle to remain 'free' from state interference in its internal affairs. It has close and active relations with many
other Reformed churches of Jesus Christ throughout the world and stands firmly in the tradition which accepts the Bible
in its entirety as the Word of God and derives its forms of teaching, worship, ministry and government from it. The main
emphasis of our worship is the preaching of the gospel - the good news of a free and sovereign salvation through Jesus
Christ alone.

The congregation is authorised by the Church to have a minister paid from the central funds of the Church.
The property of the congregation is held under the church’s model trust deed.

The government of the Free Church of Scotland is Presbyterian and the congregation is within the Presbytery of Lewis.
The governing body of the congregation is the Kirk Session.

The administration of the finances and property of the congregation is the responsibility of the Deacon’s Court which is
elected by the members of the congregation, under the supervision of the Kirk Session.

The congregation makes grants from its gift income to individuals and organisations whose aims are compatible with the
congregation's objectives.

Basis of preparing the financial statements

The financial statements have been prepared on a Receipts and Payments basis, under the historical cost
convention, and in accordance with the Financial Reporting Standard for Smaller Entities (effective April 2008),
the Charities and Trustee Investment (Scotland) Act 2005 and the requirements of the Statement of Recommended
Practice, Accounting and Reporting by Charities.

The presentation currency of the accounts is Pound sterling (£).

The accounts are rounded to the nearest £1.

Taxation
The charity is exempt from tax on its charitable activities.

Fund accounting
Unrestricted funds can be used in accordance with the charitable objectives at the discretion of the trustees.

Restricted funds can only be used for particular restricted purposes within the objects of the charity. Restrictions
arise when specified by the donor or when funds are raised for particular restricted purposes.

TRUSTEES' REMUNERATION AND BENEFITS

As noted in the Report of Trustees, in August 2024,-mploymcnt as a Minister in Training in the
congregation as part of his training for Free Church ministry came to an end.

(2023 - £8,157), with a related grant received from the Free Church of Scotland of £1,833 (2023 - £3,500).
