They have settled in well with er the year and make an
excellent team. Due to increasing numbers and the projections looking just as promising we took the decision
to recruit a further EYP joined us this April to be the final piece in our staffing team. Each staff member
bring their own unique skills and together are an outstanding group of women to nurture and care for our wee
people.

The AGM saw only one change to our management team; joined us as assistant Treasurer. The
committee have worked well together assisting staff to help grow Charleston Pre-school playgroup into the
successful Early Years setting we have today.

Our numbers have again steadily grown this year, from 13 registered children at the start of the year, aging
from 2.5-5 years old, to finishing our year with approximately 19 children. We only lose 2 children to their next
adventure this summer. With next year looking very promising with all 22 spaces full every day we have put a
waiting list in place for any further interest.
