Also,
constraints caused by our office being located in public library premises
has also restricted our interaction with the public.

Nature and purpose of funds |

Grant income related to the delivery of specific learning programmes. Delivery of these allowed CLP to charge for administration and monies were generally expended
from the unrestricted fund and later re-imbursed, once the grant provider was content. Tutor fees and direct course expenditure were paid directly from unrestricted
funds. Sums for the payment of staff were made monthly at a fixed rate, whereas the wages costs varied dependent on the number of days worked in the month. Other
costs including administration were paid up front and topped up as necesary over the life of the project. The project came to a close in October 2020 and unspent grant
monies were returned to the provider.
