e Frame runnerF won a national award recognising his contribution to sport and desire to
help others, as named the Rotary GB & Ireland Young Citizen Sporting Hero 2024,

» Corstorphine AAC hosted the inaugural Frame Running Festival at Saughton in June 2024. The
event was a great success with 20 frame runners from six different clubs across Scotland attending.
A total of 15 heats were run with a host of PBs and great performances across the board.

» Corstorphine AAC's Club Together Officer |~ as named as one of the recipients of the
2024 Eric Liddell Recognition Awards. The awards recognise the passion, compassion and integrity
of some of the outstanding individuals who contribute to athletics in Scotland.

Hailing the gesture, COSS said: “It's donations like these which mean we can keep offering our
services to those who need them."
