b} Promoting the acquisition and usage of Gaelic.

c) Promoting uptake of Gaelic Medium Education.

Free play, songs, arts & crafts, reading, counting and colours - all in Gaelic medium.

Achievements and Performance
Sgoil-Araich (nursery} has had a steady increase in enrclment of children and Croileagan has played a huge role in that
statistic.

Financial review
Total income for the year is £28,723. Expenditure for same period is £35,646 resulting in a deficit of £6,924. Reserves
held at year end are £8,096 of unrestricted funds.

Reserves Policy
There is no requirement to hold reserves in the constitution however the committee aim to retain 6 months of normal
running costs in order to meet any unexpected expenditure.

Plans for future period
Croileagan Grianach will apply for funding from Bord na Ghaidhlig and also host their own fundraising activities. The
organisation will continue offering the service to the community strengthening Gaelic Medium.
