The charity is governed by a written constitution in the form of a trust deed.

The affairs of the charity are currently managed by the committee of Trustees made up of five
members and anyone else who may wish to help as a volunteer, The members ofthe committee, at the
first meeting following the formation of the charity ,appointed a Chairman, a Vice-Chairman, a
Secretary and a Treasurer. The Chairman has a casting vote. The committee will try and meet at least
four times a year and more often as circumstances demand.,

Objectives and Activities

The object of the charity is the prevention or relief of poverty

Many poverty stricken communities and individuals are suffering and will continue to suffer from
hunger and extreme financial hardship caused by natural disasters .war. in flation and cut backs in

government spending .

The charity aims to relieve poverty by providing financial assistance. food distribution and sup porting
sustainable welfare programmes to the poor and needy.

Achievements and Performance

The charity has continued to focus onfood and financial aid to displaced refugees, asylum seekers
,victims of natural disasters and other needy communities, families and individuals affected by the
ongoing economic crisis, increaseg in cost of living, conflicts and wars,

During the year the charity increased its efforts in providing food and cmergency aid to those
communities and individuals severely affected by malnutrition, hunger and cost of living crisis with a
emphasis on assisting educational programmes and training skills to be delivered to prevent or relieve
poverty in the most poverty stricken areas.

Some 90 poor girls were assisted through our UK implementation partner working in remote areas
affected by conflict and war by renting premises for educational classes to commence with 2 View to
raising funds for establishing a school by the local community in the coming year.

The charity also extended its reach to those individuals unable to work due to disability issues . For
example , wheel chairs were provided to assist with mobility that would allow the individuals to be
able to work , learn new skills and become less dependant on others.

The charity is very grateful forthe increased continued support and generosity of our donors during

what are continued to be very challenging times.

Future Plans

The charity will continue to concentrate its efforts on raising more funds from building longer term
relationships with donors who may wish to leave a gift or legacy as part of their will as well as one off
and regular donations.

The focus will remain to assist the most hardest hit from lack of income, support and job prospects
during these challenging times.

Financial Review

During the year, the charity received £51,235 (2024: £46.575) from its core charitable activities.
Expenditure amounted to £46,073 (2024- £23,059 ) resulting in a surplus of £5,162 (2024: surplus of
£23,516).

It is the policy of the charity to
maintain sufficient free reserves to allow the charity to meet any expenditure as it falls due.
