on reserves - The forum started the financial year with £12,502 and ended with £16,180
- an increase of £3,678. This surplus is mainly due to the timing of the Ineos
- Lego grant of £3,859 which was awarded at the end of the financial year
- and has now been spent on Lego Spike during the 25-26 financial year.
Discussions continue as to how the reserves can be best spent to support
. the school in line with our objectives.
