Achievements and performance

Summary of the main
achievements of the charity
during the financial period

In 2022, the Trustees managed to organise a modest jazz
festival over the period 16-18 September 2022. This constituted
2 nights and one Sunday afternoon with 8 acts performing in
Dunoon Burgh Hall. These acts were Quattro MacJazz and the
Jack Ruby 5 (Friday), Jazz Main and The Figiro Trio (Saturday)
and the Voices of Argyll Jazz Choir and Glasgow-based Wholly
Cats (Sunday afternoon).

Following bouts of ill health among the Trustees, it was not
possible to include a full programme in compliance with the
Trust's constitution. Consequently we were unable to arrange a
jazz parade and musical open day on the Saturday afternoon.
Also, a planned jazz club had to be abandoned when the hosting
premises ceased to operate leaving no time for alternatives to
be identified.

Audiences at such events in Argyll have not recovered to pre-
covid levels and attendances were well down on those
experienced at the last such festival in 2019. This was not
helped by other local organisations mounted similar musical
activities on the same dates thereby reducing the potential
audiences at the festival. Notwithstanding this, widespread
advertising did attract a satisfactory number of visitors from
outside the immediate area, increasing visitor footfall generally
and giving additional business to ferry companies and local

hotels and guest houses.
