OBJECTIVES AND ACTIVITIES

The objective of the charity is to work in partnership with the school to create a welcoming
environment, to develop and engage in activities which support the education and welfare of

the pupils and to represent the opinions of the parents on their child’s education.

The main activities of the charity are fundraising through party events such as discos/fun
days/dress down days, as well as a Christmas Fayre and sponsored events.

ACHIEVEMENTS AND PERFORMANCE

Along with the usual fundraising activities, the Parent Council held their first golf day, which
was a huge success. This has allowed the Parent Council to continue providing the children
with enhanced learning and fun experiences, including trips, parties and updated painted
playground games and equipment to use with them.

Usual items such as school ties for children graduating from nursery to school and ties and
calculators for those transitioning from primary to secondary school were also provided by the
Parent Council.

Financial review

The deficit for the year relates partly to the expenditure of the Windfarm grant received in
2024.
