	The Society successfully delivered its annual show, achieving strong growth across key areas and receiving excellent feedback from attendees, with many describing it as the best show to date.

Financial performance improved significantly. Gate admissions increased representing a 19% rise. 
Sponsorship income also grew from £10,980 to £11,360, despite a slow start, reflecting strengthened engagement with supporters and sponsors.
Participation levels increased across all sections of the show. Notable growth included:

Show jumping entries rising by approximately 57%
Light show horse and working hunter entries increasing by around 11%
Clydesdale entries increasing by 92%
Cattle entries rising substantially from £44 to £299 (over 500% increase)
These results demonstrate increased community engagement, effective promotion, and strong volunteer contribution across all aspects of the event.

Overall, the organisation exceeded expectations by building on the previous year’s success, improving financial outcomes, increasing participation, and delivering a high-quality event with strong stakeholder support
