OBJECTS AND ACHIEVEMENTS
The principal activity of the Charity is to promote the objects of RDA by providing disabled
people with the opportunity to ride and/or to carriage drive to benefit their health and well being
in the East and South Ayrshire areas.

This object is achieved by regular classes held during normal school terms at Ayr Equitation
Centre and by other special events that are held from time to time. A close liaison is maintained
with local schools that have responsibility for the education of children with disabilities.

Fund raising and promotion of the Group continues to increase local awareness and support of
what we do. In particular, constant contact is maintained throughout the year with the local press
and the local authority volunteer services to obtain maximum publicity and awareness of our
needs and activities.
