1. Basis of Accounting

2. Nature and purpose of funds
Unrestricted funds are those that may be used at the discretion of the trustees in furtherance of the
objects of the charity. The charity also holds £1,000 for the maintenance of War Memorials and £630 for

the maintenance of the defibrillator.
