Our purpose is to promote traditional and modern music and dance in the highlands and islands of
Scotland.

2024 marked out 40th Anniversary and this year we held our festival in 2 sections. A Saturday in March
for highland dancing and a weekend in May for piping, dancing (highland and modern), fiddle and
accordion and a very successful schools day.

Our dancing programme again included hosting 2 events of national importance. The Scottish area
finals (the only team dancing competition in the world) and the Scottish choreography challenge. Both
again attracted entrants from all over Scotland and we were able to meet demand from dancing schools
and provide an extra choreography afternoon session.

All competitions were well received and supported and we appreciate the support given to us by way of
grants, donations and sponsors.

Given the success of this years events, the committee are hopeful that we will be able to host a festival
again in 2025 and we are already planning what format this might take.
