Financial review

We have grown from five members to over 40 in this year. We have been able to help people achieve outcomes and try new
activities that may not have been possilble due to their visual impairment in a safe and secure way. Open water swimming,
archery, we took the train from Invemness to kyle of Lochalsh and walked over the Skye bridge.

New friendships have been developed, isolation has reduced and to many this group has become a lifeline for them.

We look at what the group wants to achieve and how we can do this. The group are all actively involved in the fund raising
and sharing our news. This provides a sense of inclusion and teamwork.

We have worked in partnership wiith Partnerships for Wellbeing, this has enabled us to source free and valuable training on
First Aid and Walk leader training. This allows us to ensure our walks are provided in a safe and inclusive manner. Jayne
Preece has also provided a very valuable class on balance and linked us in with some nature walks.

We have developed Partnership working with Highlife Highlands, this has allowed us to access a range of physical activities
free of charge and the relationship continues to grow. This has a huge benefit to our members physical and mental wellbeing.

We received free guide training on Sighted guiding from Guide dogs,_ kindly ran two sessions for us which enabled
40 people to be frained on sighted guiding. These were some of our volunteers, friends and family. Staff from the Chieftain
Hotel which we use regularly, our local hairdresser and nail technician who currently supports five people with visual
impairments. Our local Tesco community champion who continues to support and promote our work.

The RNIB continue to support and provide us with advice where required.

We work closely with Highland Blindcraft sensory services, to ensure that we can reach as many people as possilbe with
visual impairments to encoruage them to join our group.

We have a fantastic relationship with|jjjijat the Chieftain hotel who has provided valuable meeting space to ensure our
meetings and training was conducted in a well equiped and suitable place.

our local community champion at Tesco Dores, continues to support our charity by helping us to source goods for
some of our fundraising events and sign posting us to relevent grants which may be benficial to us.

We have had articles published in the local newspaper, and also been nominated for some awards. We featured on GMB on
Christmas day.
