Financial Review

The charity now has a bank account with Virgin and has produced its second annual
set of accounts for the year ending 31st December 2024. A copy of these accounts
and other relevant financial reports are attached.

The trustees carry out a regular review of the financial controls and policies

(including the safeguarding policy) in place for the safe running of the charity and
confirm they are sufficient.

Reserves Policy - the Trustees have agreed that the Charity should have a minimum
balance in it's bank account of at least 2 months of the annual budget. For 2024 this
amounts to about £6,000 and it is noted the balance is in excess of this.
