Structure, Governance and Management

Governing Document
The Church is administered in accordance with the terms of the Deed of Constitution

Recruitment and Appointment of Trustees

Members of the Kirk Session are the charity trustees. The Kirk Session members are the elders of
the church and are chosen from those members of the church who are considered to have the
appropriate gifts and skills. A Interim Moderator is in post as we current have no Minister in post at
the moment.

Organisational Structure

The Kirk Session is responsible for spiritual affairs within the church and meets several times a
year. As the church now operates under a unitary system, the Kirk session is now responsible for
those activities formerly within the remit of the Congregational Board, i.. all matters relating to the
management of the Church properties and Financial Affairs.

Objectives and Activities

The Church of Scotland is Trinitarian in doctrine, Reformed in tradition and Presbyterian in polity.
It exists to glorify God and to work for the advancement of Christ’s Kingdom throughout the world.
As a national Church, it acknowledges a distinctive call and duty to bring the ordinances of religion
to the people in every parish of Scotland through a territorial ministry. It co-operates with other
Churches in various ecumenical bodies in Scotland and beyond.

Worship and Fellowship are at the heart of the congregation's activities.

Achievements and Performance
During this year, our kirk session have worked tirelessly to continue to make our Church a
welcoming and safe environment for worship and build up our church activities again. We warmly
welcome anyone to our services/activities and we have had a number visitors during the year. Our
worshipping community continues to remain relatively stable with a strong commitment to
developing the Christian activity. We continue to work hard in preparing for our proposed union
with Luss and Rhu parishes and this is progressing well. hontinues as our
Ordained Local Minister and this is allowing us to have a more coherent worship. We continue to
engage with all local residents and friends of our church by the issuing of a parish newsletter. Our
craft group has also recommenced weekly.
Our main source of income supporting the work of the congregation remains the generosity of its
mebers through free will offerings and donations. We have also received donations from local
companies/ organisations and other donors connected to the parish. We are very grateful to our
congregation and wider community who continued to support us .

We have also held several fundraising events including a plant sale and fairs and we are very
grateful to those who supported these activities.

Reserves Policy

It is the Trustees’ policy not to hold reserves unless there is a particular reason for so doing. Our
regular income is sufficient for our needs and when additional income becomes available we apply it
in the manner which best serves our congregation, community and our wider mission.
