The 2024 Windfarm Challenge attracted 19 runners in the half marathon (a new event aimed to
attract more runners, previously only a 12 mile race) , 5 for the 10k and 15in the under 14 race.

The Windfarm Challenge raised £339. £drington matched Windfarm Challenge funds raised
contributing £966. A further £66 was raised through donations.

Reserves Policy
The trustees’ policy is to retain £1,000 in order to cover any unexpected expenditure.

Plans for Future Period

The trustees intend to continue with the current fundraising activities and will seek to apply for
funding from applicable charitable funds. Annual maintenance of the tennis courts will be carried
out during the summer months.
