As a result of the surplus of £33,563 (2023 : surplus £158) for the year the Association held
unrestricted funds of £79,303 (2023 : £45,740) including funds on deposit, at the year end.

The surplus is a result of increasing investment income due to higher interest rates and the transfer of
investment funds.
